USED TO VERIFY THE LOCATION OF THE REBAR AND THAT IT IS THE SAME REBAR NOTED BY THE COUNTY
SURVEYOR AS MARKING THE CORNER. | WILL NOTE THAT THERE IS A 45.98'—90.02" UNCERTAINTY IN THE
FIELD MEASURED LOCATION OF THE REBAR, AS COMPARED TO MONUMENTS “C” AND "J” AND THE GEOMETRICS
OF THE RECORD PLAT. ALSO, | WILL NOTE THAT THE FIELD MEASURED DISTANCED BETWEEN MONUMENTS “A”
